USG SCIE Websites

Based on a request from regional councils, thewgkeccommittee
recommended that a centralized websites for SChintttees and councils
be developed and maintained in order to ensurenatienal education
information is available through the USG. SCIE rbens discussed the
possibility of asking the European Council to halsbf the websites but that
would probably entail financial support and thesgugs have no revenues.
The executive recommended against separate wehssésd by institutions
as these websites are too dependent upon voluntderse of the councils or
committees except the EC possess staff to develommtain websites.
Linda Noble stated that the BOR could host up-tte&CIE, SCIE committee
and regional council websites. In the case o3¢ and its committees,
these websites could be fairly robust and woultuohe membership and
minutes. For the regional councils, it was sugeg#hat the websites would
be more limited but could include officers with ithemails and links to any
existing council website. SCIE members welcomedstiiggestion.
