Troubleshooting

The suite of Cognos turnaround reports described above allows you to certify that the category
totals displayed on these reports are correct for a Financial Aid Award Year and that they reflect
what is in Banner. As an example, if one of the trend turnaround reports does not show that your
institution had students populated with Dual Enrollment funds in the 2223 Award Year (e.g.,
books, fee, tuition in 2122 but not in 2223) and you know that you have students with these DE
funds for 2223, one way to troubleshoot this issue is to make sure that your institution values are
correctly mapped to USG values in SOAXREF
